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THREE-EVENT RATED SENIORS CONDUCT CLINIC

Canyon Lake Ski Club sponsored a three-event clinic for as-
piring drivers. The clinic was sanctioned by American Water Ski
Association (AWSA) which is under the umbrella of USA Water-
ski Association. The clinic presenters pictured above are Tom
Nathan, Brian Hockenbery, Dee Johnson and John Jacobson.

Applicants submitting applications for driving were Jay
Fitzpatrick, Connie Morris, John Morton Jr., Dale Gilbert, Geof-
frey Gilbert, Lee Alleman, Erik Larson, Scott Larson, and Al Van.

The clinic began at the home of Ski Club President Scott and
Kim Larson. Rules, regulations and procedures were presented
by evaluators with video and interacted with discussions. Valu-
able information was available for applicants in all three events
for Assistant Driver, Regular Driver and Senior Driver.

At the North Causeway Ski Course and the Jump Lagoon
the participants were on video which allowed evaluation on

their driving event or events they applied for and for which
they have previously been practicing. Some have been in the
planning and practicing stages for years. Others have already
achieved the beginning Assistant rating and are motivated to
up-grade to the next level of Regular or Senior driver. By at-
tending and completing the supervised clinic the drivers will
become better qualified to provide better conditions for the
water skiing community.

With continued practice and experience the new Assis-
tant drivers may apply and advance to Regular or Senior driver
status where they would be eligible to serve as Chief Driver
for AWSA sanctioned water ski events.

The evaluators stressed consistency in boat operation as
well as safety for all skiers. They evaluated applicants in driv-
ing slalom course, trick events and ski jumping.
